After the bread, they had to get the sound
system set up (you cant do anything without
a sound system in Bolivia). It was a bit of a
challenge, but after some tinkering, they had it
fixed. As you can see in the picture, Jhonny is
wearing a headphone in one ear because they
are using the headset as a lapel mic. They are
recording their sessions for young people to
listen to later.

Another young man, Hanz, has asked for prayer
as he begins a Romans study with a pastor in
the nearby city of Sucre. He will have to travel
two hours each way every Saturday to teach
this man and his family.

Since we have now
completed several studies with this
group, | feel quite confident that many
of them are ready to begin teaching
as well, so we will begin to give
them opportunities to do so. As they
teach, we try to walk beside and give
encouragement along the way. Please
keep them all in your prayers.

We are super excited about what God
is doing and how He mightily works
when we simply focus on the task
at hand and trust His word to do the
work in people’s lives.
